This period is very important in the history of gastronomy in Spain because it is the last
form of Spanish cooking before the products from America, such as potatoes, peppers, corn
or cocoa entered it. Although the recipe book was written 112 years after the Discovery of
America, the food items this book shows is Pre-Columbian.

One dish worth mentioning is migas, a simple preparation of breadcrumbs cooked with
eggs. Today, it is available in its many evolved variations, including a chocolate and
cinnamon variety. Originally though, it was a meal for shepherds and poor villagers, made
in an open pot with ingredients sourced from the Castilian-Manchego region. The same
landscape where the fictional knight and his servant, Sancho Panza, ate migas with local
wine.
